          Greetings and God’s continued Easter 
blessings be yours on the Fourth Sunday of 
Easter!  Today as we continue to revel in the joy 
of the Easter season, we celebrate Good Shepherd 
Sunday.  The readings reflect on the love Jesus 
has for us and the deep concern he has for each 
one of us individually.  The focus is on Jesus as 
the Shepherd and Guardian of our souls.  In the 
first reading from the Acts of the Apostles, Peter 
is strongly affirming to the people of Israel that 
Jesus is the promised Messiah.  “Let the whole 
house of Israel know that God has made both 
Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom you crucified.”  
Then in the second reading from 1Peter, again the 
people, feeling guilty, are encouraged by Peter to 
believe that Jesus has born all their sins by his 
death on the cross.  And by his wounds all can be 
healed and saved.  “For you had gone astray like 
sheep, but you have now returned to the shep-
herd and guardian of your souls.”  And finally in 
the gospel of John, Jesus is the voice of the Good 
Shepherd, and we are called to follow him like 
sheep following their shepherd.  This takes a cer-
tain amount of humility to compare ourselves to 
sheep, but we become wise when we trust in the 
voice of our shepherd.  When we do so then we 
understand what the word of Jesus means when he 
says, “….I have come so that they might have 
life and have it more abundantly.” 

     Today is Good Shepherd Sunday, a day on 
which we reflect on this particular title of Jesus.  It 
always comes on the Fourth Sunday of Easter and 
is an opportunity to embrace this very comforting 
image.  Even if we don’t have direct experience of 
sheep, we know that they don’t have a reputation 
for being particularly smart.   They look very 
peaceful and happy when depicted on prayer cards 
or artwork.  The sheep look like they don’t have a 
care in the world.  It’s like a trip to Disney.  But if 
you really listen to the readings, it is nothing like 
that.  There are strangers, thieves and robbers.  
There are dangers, pitfalls, stealing and slaughter.  
Yet it still is called “Good” Shepherd Sunday.  
What is good is the affirmation of one of the deep-
est truths of our faith, one that is often hard to 
wrap our minds around.  It is that “God’s way is 
always the best way.”  If it comes from God, it is good.  
If it’s God’s will, it is good.

But whoever enters through the 
gate is the shepherd of the sheep. The gate-
keeper opens it for him, and the sheep hear 
his voice, as the shepherd calls his own sheep 
by name and leads them out. When he has 
driven out all his own, he walks ahead of 
them, and the sheep follow him, because they 
recognize his voice. But they will not follow a 
stranger; they will run away from him, 
because they do not recognize the voice of 
strangers." Although Jesus used this figure 
of speech, the Pharisees did not realize what 
he was trying to tell them. So Jesus said 
again, "Amen, amen, I say to you, I am the 
gate for the sheep. All who came before me 
are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did 
not listen to them. I am the gate. Whoever 
enters through me will be saved, and will 
come in and go out and find pasture. A thief 
comes only to steal and slaughter and de-
stroy; I came so that they might have life and 
have it more abundantly."
