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Father Chuck’s Corner
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Greetings and God’s continued Easter greet-
ings to you on the Third Sunday of Easter! The
overall insight to glean from today’s readings is
that throughout salvation history, God in his pow-
er draws near to us. In the first reading from the
Acts of the Apostles, Peter is strongly proclaiming
that Jesus has not been taken away from the
world. Crucifixion and death have no hold over
him. “Exalted at the right hand of God, he re-
ceived the promise of the Holy Spirit from the
Father and poured him forth, as you see and
hear.” Then in the second reading from 1 Peter,
the apostle tells the people that believing Jesus
was raised from the dead and now lives in glory,
is putting one’s faith and hope in God. “He was
known before the foundation of the world but
revealed in the final time for you, who through
him believe in God who raised him from the dead
and gave him glory, so that your faith and hope
are in God.” And finally, today’s gospel account
is the famous one where Jesus meets several disci-
ples on the road to Emmaus. As they talk, Jesus
starts to explain the Scriptures to them that re-
ferred to his death and resurrection and how it was
all foretold. Yet not until he they were eating and
Jesus broke the bread, blessed it and gave it to
them, did they finally recognize that he was Jesus.
Later they told the apostles what had happened.
“Then the two recounted what had taken place
on the way and how he was made known to them
in the breaking of the bread.”

Jesus meets these disciples in their confusion
and pain and speaks to them, interpreting the
scriptures so they can see God’s plan and God’s
work more clearly. God has spoken to his people
through the prophets, and now he speaks to them
through his very Son. The disciples respond, beg-
ging Jesus to stay with them. Jesus joins them at
the dinner table, takes the bread, says the blessing,
breaks it and gives it to them. They immediately
recognize Jesus in the breaking of the bread and
then he disappears. They share with each other
how their hearts were burning within them, so
they hurry to share this Good News with others.

In a few moments, Jesus will give himself to us
in the breaking of the bread. Now the question
remains. Will we recognize him? Will we notice
our hearts burning within?
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Remember that the Eucharist is Jesus himself
really, truly and actively present to us. Can we
recognize him and turn our focus to Jesus, who
draws near to us here today at Mass. His presence
to us at Mass can definitely be recognized in the
community gathered, as he speaks to us in the
Scriptures that are proclaimed, and most pro-
foundly in the Eucharist.

As we journey through this Easter season of
joy and new life, I encourage everyone to take ad-
vantage of the graces and blessings God offers
you at this time. Even if your Lenten journey was
stagnant and haphazard, now is a great time to
grow in your faith and in your response to all God
has done for you. Coming faithfully to Sunday
Mass, attending Mass sometimes during the week,
stopping in for a visit, coming to Eucharistic Ado-
ration or a Holy Hour and wusing the free
FORMED platform of resources, are all great
ways to keep the Easter spirit alive.

Please remember to take home a copy of the
bulletin when you leave Mass today. It contains
many items of interest and invitation, with some-
thing for everyone. Of special note is news and
needs from Parish Social Ministry, info from Re-
ligious Education (Faith Formation), the Adult
Confirmation Ad for Pentecost Sunday, the East-
er Season Holy Hour on Monday evening, April
27th, the Ministry Spotlight column for the month
of April, the Bereavement Ministry Program ses-
sions starting of Thursday, April 23rd, the Project
Prom Distribution (sponsored by the St. Vincent
de Paul Society), the Come and See Centerfold,
the Communal Prayer Before Mass (found on the
inside back cover of the bulletin), an invitation to
join FORMED (your Catholic Faith on demand)
and much more. To keep informed, keep a copy
of the bulletin at home each week for quick and
easy reference.

Have a great Third Week of Easter. Smile,
share the powerful presence of God in your life
with others and remember: Courage is knowing
it might hurt and doing it anyway. Stupidity is
the same thing, and that’s why life is hard. God
bless always.

FIRST READING
Acts 2:14, 22-33

Then Peter stood up with the Eleven, raised his
voice, and proclaimed: "You who are Jews, in-
deed all of you staying in Jerusalem. Let this be
known to you, and listen to my words. You who
are Israelites, hear these words. Jesus the Naza-
rene was a man commended to you by God with
mighty deeds, wonders, and signs, which God
worked through him in your midst, as you your-
selves know. This man, delivered up by the set
plan and foreknowledge of God, you killed, using
lawless men to crucify him. But God raised him
up, releasing him from the throes of death, be-
cause it was impossible for him to be held by it.
For David says of him: I saw the Lord ever before
me, with him at my right hand I shall not be dis-
turbed. Therefore my heart has been glad and
my tongue has exulted; my flesh, too, will dwell
in hope, because you will not abandon my soul
to the netherworld, nor will you suffer your holy
one to see corruption. You have made known to
me the paths of life; you will fill me with joy in
your presence. "My brothers, one can confidently
say to you about the patriarch David that he died
and was buried, and his tomb is in our midst to
this day. But since he was a prophet and knew
that God had sworn an oath to him that he would
set one of his descendants upon his throne, he
foresaw and spoke of the resurrection of the
Christ, that neither was he abandoned to the
netherworld nor did his flesh see corruption. God
raised this Jesus; of this we are all witnesses. Ex-
alted at the right hand of God, he received the
promise of the Holy Spirit from the Father and
poured him forth, as you see and hear."

SECOND READING

1 Peter 1:17-21

Beloved: If you invoke as Father him who judges
impartially according to each one's works, con-
duct yourselves with reverence during the time of
your sojourning, realizing that you were ran-
somed from your futile conduct, handed on by
your ancestors, not with perishable things like
silver or gold but with the precious blood of
Christ as of a spotless unblemished lamb. He was
known before the foundation of the world but
revealed in the final time for you, who through
him believe in God who raised him from the dead
and gave him glory, so that your faith and hope
are in God.

GOSPEL
Luke 24:13-35

That very day, the first day of the week, two of Je-
sus' disciples were going to a village seven miles
from Jerusalem called Emmaus, and they were
conversing about all the things that had occurred.
And it happened that while they were conversing
and debating, Jesus himself drew near and
walked with them, but their eyes were prevented
from recognizing him. He asked them, "What are
you discussing as you walk along?" They stopped,
looking downcast. One of them, named Cleopas,
said to him in reply, "Are you the only visitor to
Jerusalem who does not know of the things
that have taken place there in these days?"
And he replied to them, "What sort of things?"
They said to him, "The things that happened to
Jesus the Nazarene, who was a prophet mighty in
deed and word before God and all the people,
how our chief priests and rulers both handed him
over to a sentence of death and crucified him.
But we were hoping that he would be the one to
redeem Israel; and besides all this, it is now the
third day since this took place. Some women from
our group, however, have astounded us: they
were at the tomb early in the morning and did not
find his body; they came back and reported that
they had indeed seen a vision of angels who an-
nounced that he was alive. Then some of those
with us went to the tomb and found things just as
the women had described, but him they did not
see." And he said to them, "Oh, how foolish you
are! How slow of heart to believe all that the
prophets spoke! Was it not necessary that the
Christ should suffer these things and enter into
his glory?" Then beginning with Moses and all the
prophets, he interpreted to them what referred to
him in all the Scriptures. As they approached the
village to which they were going, he gave the im-
pression that he was going on farther. But they
urged him, "Stay with us, for it is nearly evening

and the day is almost over." So he went in to stay
with them. And it happened that, while he was
with them at table, he took bread, said the bless-
ing, broke it, and gave it to them. With that their
eyes were opened and they recognized him, but
he vanished from their sight. Then they said to
each other, "Were not our hearts burning within
us while he spoke to us on the way and opened
the Scriptures to us?" So they set out at once and
returned to Jerusalem where they found gathered
together the eleven and those with them who
were saying, "The Lord has truly been raised and
has appeared to Simon!" Then the two recounted
what had taken place on the way and how he was
made known to them in the breaking of bread.

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THE READINGS
FOR THE WEEK

The Gospel from Luke 24:13-35 recounts the journey
to Emmaus, where the risen Christ draws near to
discouraged disciples, opening the Scriptures and
revealing Himself in the breaking of the bread. “Were
not our hearts burning within us while he spoke to us
on the way and opened the scriptures to us?" (Luke
24:32), reminding us that Christ is truly present,
rekindling faith and hope when we listen to His word
and encounter Him in the Eucharist.

During the Third Week of Easter, the Church honors
several saints to teach us that the Resurrection
compels every Christian to proclaim Christ boldly in
both word and action.

Tuesday is the Optional Memorial of Saint Anselm
(Bishop and Doctor of the Church), known for his
theological brilliance and pursuit of understanding
faith through reason. Thursday is the Optional
Memorials of Saint George (Martyr and
layman/soldier), who is known for his courageous
witness to Christ even unto death, and Saint Adalbert
(Bishop and Martyr), who is remembered for his
missionary zeal and evangelization of Eastern Europe.
Friday is the Optional Memorial of Saint Fidelis of
Sigmaringen (Priest and Martyr), who is known for his
preaching and steadfast defense of the faith. Saturday
is the Feast of Saint Mark the Evangelist, author of
one of the Gospels.

The First Readings for this week are taken primarily
from the Acts of the Apostles (Acts 6:8-15; 7:51-8:1a;
8:1b-8; 8:26-40; 91-20; 9:31-42) from Monday
through Friday, and conclude on Saturday with 1 Peter
5:5b-14. These readings trace the growth of the early
Church through persecution, conversion, and
apostolic witness, culminating in Peter's exhortation
to humility and trust: “Cast all your worries upon him
because he cares for you" (1 Peter

5:7), reminding us that the risen Christ sustains His
Church through faith and steadfast hope.

For Monday and Tuesday, the Gospels are taken from
John 6:22-29 and John 6:30-35, where the crowds
seek Jesus after the multiplication of loaves, and He
redirects them toward true faith, saying, “This is the
work of God, that you believe in the one he sent” (John
6:29) and “l am the bread of life” (John 6:35), revealing
that belief in Him is the path to eternal satisfaction.
These passages emphasize moving beyond material
concerns to a deeper hunger for Christ Himself.

For Wednesday and Thursday, the Gospels are taken
from John 6:35-40 and John 6:44-51, where Jesus
continues His Bread of Life discourse, declaring,
“Whoever comes to me will never hunger” (John 6:35)
and “No one can come to me unless the Father who
sent me draw him" (John 6:44), highlighting divine
grace and the promise of eternal life. These teachings
invite trust in God's initiative and the sustaining
presence of Christ as spiritual nourishment.

For Friday and Saturday, the
Gospels are taken from John
6:52-59 and Mark 16:15-20,
respectively. On Friday, Jesus
deepens the Bread of Life
discourse, proclaiming,
“Whoever eats my flesh and
drinks my blood has eternal life” =
(John 6:54), revealing the Eucharist as the source of
divine life, while on Saturday, the risen Lord
commissions His disciples, “Go into the whole world
and proclaim the gospel to every creature” (Mark
16:15), calling all believers to live as witnesses to His
Resurrection; together, these days highlight the theme
of being nourished by Christ and sent forth in mission.

The Gospel from John 10:27-30 reveals Jesus as the
Good Shepherd who tenderly knows and guards His
flock, declaring, “My sheep hear my voice; | know
them, and they follow me"” (John 10:27), inviting us to
trust in His abiding protection and to listen attentively
for His voice in our daily lives.
